be enrolled in the most advanced course of the language for which the award is being made.

show evidence of interest in language and international studies beyond work in the classroom.
The committee will continue to accept nominations until April 15, 2010. Please allow four to six weeks
for delivery of the award certificate. The names of students receiving awards and their nominating

teachers and schools will be published in the Fall issue of The Cardinal.
