University Methods Professors and Cooperating Teachers Working on the Same Page

Several research findings reveal that the most influential factor in new foreign language teacher preparation is 
the clinical experience; i.e., the cooperating teachers. University methods or second language acquisition 
courses have minimal impact in their future performance as FL teachers.

Nonetheless, the vast majority of 
cooperating teachers are randomly chosen by clinical experience offices, principals, or by random 
circumstances. Since CT’s play such an important role in the education of future FL teachers, it is our believe 
that teachers willing to serve as cooperating teachers should work very closely with methods professors.  This 
session aims to pose the problem and present several approaches to enhance cooperation between CT’s and 
Methods professors.
